Essential Functions 
● Leading a group of assigned campers; ensuring that campers are safe and accounted for at all times 
● Leading lessons and activities including arts and crafts, sports and games, STEM activities, etc.  
● Coordinating and implementing assigned group’s daily schedule; ensuring the group is on time and 

prepared for all activities 
● Playing a lead role in mediating any camper conflicts 
● Supervising Junior Camp Counselors; assigning tasks; providing feedback and suggestions 
● Providing feedback to Camp Coordinators about campers, activities, and Junior Camp Counselors 

 

 
Qualifications 

● Must be at least 18 years of age 
● College degree or significant college coursework preferred 
● Minimum of 3 years of previous experience working with children ages 3-14 in a summer camp or 

school setting 
● Preference given to candidates available to work the full summer (June 10 through August 16) 

o Approximate schedule will be 8:30 to 3:30 Monday through Friday, with additional hours in 
Extended Day available for some counselors 

o Participation in Camp Orientation mandatory 
● Current CPR / AED / First Aid Certification or ability to obtain prior to the start of camp 
● Demonstrated ability to supervise children while still encouraging and creating a fun environment 
● Knowledge of various camp activities and games a plus 
● Must have current TB test (within 1 year) and be able to pass a background check
